The CL website had 6500 hits in March alone.

Gary Murton to look into a CL PayPal account to assist in process of midweek registrations.

UMPIRES

Full set of nominations now in plus a number of independent umpires so we have good numbers so as per last season we will seek to find div 5/6 slots for umpires on standby where clubs request this help when short of an umpire. Three of our HCPL umpires have full commitments at that level now and another division one umpire from last year now working in Germany so we need to identify up and coming umpires for this level asap. Parallel to this ACO will be staging on field assessments in division 4 using two of our senior umpires and these level 1a candidates will be among those looking to progress.
Umpires sub-committee met on March 19th to discuss the above plus guidance on wides and discipline for discussion/dissemination at captains and umpires meetings, Ian Royle will help with this at umpires meeting on May 1st at Bicester NOCC. CR/PT to finalise update of discipline regulations for handbook. Umpires contact numbers ready for handbook. Appointments will appear on website in three batches of six weeks. Bob Perkins will cover last minute arrangements when PT away at Olympics and Paralympics in August and September.

GM proposed captain assessment form on umpires be introduced in divisions 5 and 6 and this was agreed. Umpire insurance was discussed and LP to prepare guidance for clubs and a handbook disclaimer. PT had received a suggestion of sponsored polo shirts for umpires and DW will liaise on this. CR to write thank you letters to four retiring umpires on behalf of league.
